INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND

On the 15" of June 2012, the Minister of Forestry, Fisheries and the Environment declared the
Waterberg—Bojanala Priority Area (WBPA) as the third National Priority Area. The declaration was
based on a precautionary principle as stipulated in the National Environmental Management Act (Act
No. 107 of 1998), which entails the “application of preventative measures in situations of scientific
uncertainty, where a course of action may cause harm to the environment”. The Waterberg area was
considered a “pristine environment’. Hence, precautionary measures were considered due to the
likelihood of transboundary air pollution between Botswana and South Africa, which is of concern both
nationally and regionally, due to planned energy development projects along the border, with the
potential of negative impacts on air quality. However, the Bojanala Platinum District Municipality area
has poor air quality emanating from mining, industrial activities, etc. In addition, Section 18(1) of the
National Environmental Management: Air Quality Act, 2004 (Act No. 39 of 2004, herein referred to as
AQA) provides the Minister with a mandate for declaring a Priority Area if she reasonably believes that
ambient air quality standards are being or may be exceeded in the area or a situation exists which is
causing, or may cause, a significant impact on air quality in the area. And the area requires a specific

Air Quality Management (AQM) to address the situation.

The WBPA is comprised of parts of district municipalities within two provinces, i.e., the Bojanala
Platinum District Municipality (BPDM) in the Northwest Province, as well as the Waterberg District
Municipalities (WDM) in Limpopo Province.

A Baseline assessment report was compiled, and the findings revealed that air quality in the WBPA
exceeded the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS), and specific Air Quality Management
(AQM) action was required to address the situation. This resulted in the development of the WBPA Air
Quality Management Plan (AQMP), which was promulgated on 19 December 2015 and is currently

under implementation.

A Mid-term review was conducted in the period 2020-2022.

In addition, the Department of Forestry, Fisheries, and the Environment (DFFE) are in the process of
finalising regulations for implementing and enforcing priority area AQMPs. The regulations aim to ensure
mandatory implementation of interventions; providing mechanisms for government to monitor and
evaluate the effectiveness of the plans, as well as to activate enforcement measures where non-
compliance is identified. The regulations furthermore set out the requirements necessary for
implementing and enforcing approved priority area AQMPs, including funding arrangements, measures
to facilitate compliance with such plans, penalties for any contravention of any failure to comply with

such plans and provide a mandate for regular review of such plans.

Functionality analysis was conducted to align the AQMPs with the proposed priority area regulations.
This analysis revealed that the AQMPs are not aligned with the requirements of the priority area
Regulations. It is, therefore, necessary to revise the emissions inventory, emissions reduction target

development, and photochemical modelling.

The outcomes of the above-mentioned process will inform the revision of the implementation plan/
interventions for the second-generation WBPA AQMP, which will be done in-house. The implementation
of AQMP will be effectively enforced through regulations for implementing and enforcing priority area
AQMPs.

OBJECTIVES

The main aim of the project is to revise the emissions inventory, emissions reduction targets
development, photochemical modelling, and the baseline and emissions reduction target scenarios for
WBPA AQMP.

SCOPE AND EXTENT OF WORK

The appointed service provider is to assist the department with the revision of the emissions inventory,
emissions reduction targets development, photochemical modelling of the baseline, and emissions
reduction target scenarios for WBPA AQMP.

23.6 If a restriction is imposed, the purchaser must, within five (5) working

days of such imposition, furnish the National Treasury, with the

following information:

(i) the name and address of the supplier and / or person restricted by the
purchaser;

(ii) the date of commencement of the restriction

(iii) the period of restriction; and

(iv) the reasons for the restriction.

These details will be loaded in the National Treasury’s ceniral database
of suppliers or persons prohibited from doing business with the public
sector.

23.7 If a court of law convicts a person of an offence as contemplated in

sections 12 or 13 of the Prevention and Combating of Corrupt Activities
Act, No. 12 of 2004, the court may also rule that such person’s name be
endorsed on the Register for Tender Defaulters. When a person’s name
has been endorsed on the Register, the person will be prohibited from
doing business with the public sector for a period not less than five vears
and not more than 10 years. The National Treasury is empowered to
determine the period of restriction and each case will be dealt with on its
own merits. According to section 32 of the Act the Register must be
open to the public. The Register can be perused on the National Treasury
website.

24.1 When, after the date of bid, provisional payments are required, or anti-

dumping or countervailing duties are¢ imposed, or the amount of a
provisional payment or anti-dumping or countervailing right is
increased in respect of any dumped or subsidized import, the State is
not liable for any amount so required or imposed, or for the amount of
any such increase. When, after the said date, such a provisional
payment is no longer required or any such anti-dumping or
countervailing right is abolished, or where the amount of such
provisional payment or any such right is reduced, any such favourable
difference shall on demand be paid forthwith by the contractor to the
State or the State may deduct such amounts from moneys (if any)
which may otherwise be due to the contractor in regard to supplies or
services which he delivered or rendered, or is to deliver or render in
terms of the coniract or any other contract or any other amount which

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mav be due to him

Notwithstanding the provisions of GCC Clauses 22 and 23, the
supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security,
damages, or termination for default if and to the extent that his delay in
performance or other failure to perform his obligations under the
contract is the result of an event of force majeure.

If a force majeure situation arises, the supplier shall promptly notify
the purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause thereof.
Unless otherwise directed by the purchaser in writing, the supplier
shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as is
reasonably practical, and shall seck all reasonable alternative means for
performance not prevented by the force majeure event.

The purchaser may at any time terminate the coniract by giving written
notice to the supplier if the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise
insolvent. In this event, termination will be without compensation to
the supplier, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect
any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue
thereafter to the purchaser.

if any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever arises between the
purchaser and the supplier in connection with or arising out of the
contract, the parties shall make every effort to resolve amicably such
dispute or difference by mutual consultation.

If, after thirty (30) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute
or difference by such mutuai consultation, then either the purchaser or
the supplier may give notice to the other party of his intention to
commence with mediation. No mediation in respect of this matter may
be commenced unless such notice is given to the other party.

Should it not be possible to settle a dispute by means of mediation, it
may be settled in a South African court of law.

Mediation proceedings shall be conducted in accordance with the rules
of procedure specified in the SCC.

Notwithstanding any reference to mediation and/or court proceedings
herein,

(a) the parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations
under the contract unless they otherwise agree; and
{b) the purchaser shall pay the supplier any monies due the supplier.

Except in cases of criminal negligence or willful misconduci, and in

the case of infringement pursuant to Clause 6;

(a) the supplier shall not be hable to the purchaser, whether in
contract, tort, or otherwise, for any indirect or consequential loss
or damage, loss of use, loss of production, or loss of profits or
interest costs, provided that this exclusion shall not apply to any
obligation of the supplier to pay penalties and/or damages 1o the
purchaser; and

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(b) the aggregate lability of the supplier to the purchaser, whether
under the contract, in tort or otherwise, shall not exceed the total
contract price, provided that this limitation shall not apply to the
cost of repairing or replacing defective equipment.

The contract shall be written in English. All correspondence and other
documents pertaining to the contract that is exchanged by the parties
shall also be written in English.

The contract shall be interpreted in accordance with South African
laws, unless otherwise specified in SCC.

Every written acceptance of a bid shall be posted to the supplier
concerned by registered or certified mail and any other notice to him
shall be posted by ordinary mail to the address furnished in his bid or
to the address notified later by him in writing and such posting shall be
deemed to be proper service of such notice

The time mentioned in the contract documents for performing any act
after such aforesaid nofice has been given, shall be reckoned from the
date of posting of such notice.

A foreign supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, stamp
duties, license fees, and other such levies imposed outside the
purchaser’s country.

A local supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties,
license fees, etc., incurred until delivery of the contracted goods to
the purchaser.

No contract shall be concluded with any bidder whose tax matters are
not in order. Prior to the award of a bid the Department must be in
possession of a tax clearance certificate, submitted by the bidder.
This certificate must be an original issued by the South African
Revenue Services.

The NIP Programme administered by the Department of Trade and
Industry shail be applicable to all contracts that are subject to the
NIP obligation.

In terms of section 4 (1) (b) (iii) of the Competition Act No. 89 of
1998, as amended, an agreement between, or concerted practice by,
firms, or a decision by an association of firms, is prohibited if it is
between parties in a horizontal relationship and if a bidder (s) is / are
or a contractor(s) was / were involved in collusive bidding (or bid

rigging).

If a bidder(s) or contractor(s), based on reasonable grounds or
evidence obtained by the purchaser, has / have engaged in the
restrictive practice referred to above, the purchaser may refer the
matter to the Competition Commission for investigation and possible
imposition of administrative penalties as contemplated in the
Competition Act No. 89 of 1998,

If a bidder(s) or contractor(s), has / have been found guilty by the
Competition Commission of the restrictive practice referred to
above, the purchaser may, in addition and without prejudice to any
other remedy provided for, invalidate the bid(s) for such item(s)
offered, and / or terminate the contract in whole or part, and / or
restrict the bidder(s) or contractor(s) from conducting business with
the public sector for a period not exceeding ten (10} years and / or
claim damages from the bidder(s) or contractor(s) concerned.
